General Rules and Safety Plan.
Adopted by NWCSA Board of directors, Effective Date: 01/01/2003



Preamble:


The purpose of the NWCSA “General Rules and Safety Plan”, is to establish general rules and guidelines for all activities occurring on NWCSA property, and to establish rules of conduct for the safe operation of all range facilities on club grounds.  


The objective of this document is to ensure the health and safety of our members, the public who use or frequent our facility, and the community at large.


The by-laws of the NWCSA, dated and accepted by the membership in 1993, and as subsequently amended, provide the basic governing rules and functions for the conduct and operation of NWCSA.


All ranges located on NWCSA property are owned by NWCSA, and are intended primarily for the use and enjoyment of NWCSA members.  Ranges may be opened to the public for specific events upon approval of the Range Chairman and the Board of Directors.  Ranges may also be made available to certain government agencies and public groups upon approval of the Range Chairman and Board of Directors.


The following rules and procedures apply to all members and guests, the general public and any other individuals or groups while on NWCSA property or using NWCSA facilities.


General Rules: Use of NWCSA Facilities.

1. Members are responsible to check for notices on the Bulletin Board in the Clubhouse.

Members are responsible to be aware of regularly scheduled events at the various ranges, scheduled work parties, project closures, hunting seasons and any other conditions that may affect general range use and operation.



Current events and conditions are available by calling the “Club, Hot Line:  738-2582, or by inquiring of any BOD member.

3. All “New Members” must complete an approved Safety Check Orientation before using NWCSA facilities.

4. Alcoholic Beverages are prohibited on NWCSA property at all times.

5.  Any member or guest transporting handguns onto NWCSA property must have a valid state issued Pistol Permit.  Permit must be shown if requested by Club Officer, Board Member, Committee Chairman, or Range Safety Officer. (Exception for non-residents attending public events.)

6. Members are responsible for themselves and their guests to sign in the logbook at the Clubhouse when entering or leaving NWCSA property.  Date, Names, Activities, Time Entering and Departing must be recorded.

7. Club member badges are required to be worn exposed to view while on NWCSA property.  (Exception; club sponsored events, work parties and hunting.)

8. Guests are required to wear “Guest Badge” while on NWCSA property.  It is the sponsoring member’s responsibility to issue Guest Badge and sign guest into Club Sign-In Log; to see that Guest Badge is returned and that guest is properly signed out.  (Exception; Club sponsored public event, Board approved outside contractors and workers.)

9. Guests are required to abide by Association rules.  Members who bring guests are directly responsible for the conduct of their guests.  Guests must be under direct supervision of host member at all times.

10.  All members and guests are responsible for maintaining NWCSA facilities to the safe and clean standards in which they are normally maintained. 

11. Members shall have no more than two guests at any one time while on NWCSA property.

12. It is the duty of each member to challenge anyone not wearing a Member’s or Guest badge while on NWCSA property.  Anyone who is not a Member or Guest is trespassing.  They must make arrangement for guest privilege or leave immediately.  (Exception; Board approved facility and contract workers.)

13. All "Junior and Family Members" must be accompanied by; and under supervision of, a regular member while on NWCSA property. 

14. All members are responsible for reporting any unsafe condition they encounter on NWCSA property.  Make report to any Club Officer, Board Member, or appropriate Committee Chairman.  

15. Members are responsible to report any injury, accident or unsafe practice to Club Officer, Board Member, Committee Chairman or Range Safety Officer.  

16. After opening combination locks, mix tumblers so that the true combination is not displayed.  

17. It is the responsibility of the last Member leaving NWCSA property to lock up the Clubhouse and Main Gate.  Check Sign-In Book to ensure property is vacant.  Check Clubhouse to ensure all systems are secure and safe before leaving.

Notes:   

An “Incident Log” is established by the NWCSA Board of Directors.  This log is to record reported club rules infractions and safety related incidents and observations.  Any member may report incidents to any Club Officer, Board Member, or appropriate Committee Chairman.  All such incidents are to be brought up and discussed at the next scheduled Board meeting.  A majority vote of the Board members is required to add the incident to the log.
